2003 -- Guidelines, Directives, Requirements, and Requests listed in Concilium Bulletin
Note: 

· Suggestions (S), which are defined as those items not required, are noted with an S.  
· Reminders and Requests (R), which are defined as items that simply restate what is in the Handbook or is already the clearly established practices are marked with an R.  These items are required, and should be carefully read.
· Directives, and declarations of new policy or guidance (D) – this is the information that is most important to read.  In many cases, this is announcement of new policy.  These items include new decisions made or announcements of existing policy where many are not following it.

June 2003

R- The Legion of Mary Causes for Beatification

Every legionary is expected to be active in introducing the intercessory powers and seeking prayers for the beatification of the Servants of God Frank Duff, Alphonsus Lambe and the Venerable Edel Quinn.

When introducing the prayers of Beatification we must be diligent in explaining with absolute clarity, that in the event of prayers being answered and petitions granted, the beneficiaries should write without delay to Concilium. Petitions granted will relate to physical, mental, family matters, changes in the life styles or disasters averted. A particular answer to prayer could be the foundation stone of a miracle capable of authentication, with enormous consequences for the particular Cause.

Every favor received or petition granted and reported will add weight to the considerable spiritual standing of Frank, Edel or Alphonsus. All these reports when taken together are most influential and their value cannot be adequately stated.

July 2003

R- The Legion of Mary Causes for Beatification/Canonization

The Concilium is appealing to all Councils to promote the Causes of the Venerable Edel Quinn and the Servants of God, Frank Duff and Alfie Lambe by distributing as widely as possible the prayers for each of the Causes. The appeal is to mobilize legionaries to reach out to the non-legionary world by seeking prayers for the Beatification of each of the candidates. Through prayer will be created a ground swell of public opinion attesting to the extraordinary spirituality of the three candidates.

September 2003

D- Council Minutes

The Concilium is very grateful to its attached Councils which regularly forward their monthly minutes to their Correspondents. These minutes are a vital link between the Council and Concilium.

Some years ago a discussion took place at the Concilium regarding the circulation of Council minutes. It was noted that in some Councils it was the practice to circulate copies of minutes to affiliated Councils and to Councils elsewhere. The Concilium was very concerned about this procedure in view of the confidential nature of Legion minutes. The Concilium decided that the practice be discontinued and the following procedure be adopted: 

(a) The Council records and retains the original set of minutes

(b) A copy of the recorded minutes is sent to the next highest governing body

(c) No copy is sent to any other Legion Council or praesidium

This procedure applies to all Councils throughout the world.
