Definition of Unusual Curia Expenses -- October 2007

The following expenses are considered usual, and Curia grants standing permission to purchase these expenses to the Treasurer of the Tidewater Curia:

1. Supplies purchased from Regia for the purpose of:

a. obtaining items to fill ordered made by one or more praesidia,

b. obtaining items to support potential future orders from one or more praesidia,

c. obtaining items needed for extension, OR

d. obtaining items to support approved Curia functions;

e. whereas items purchased under sub-sections b, c, and d shall be considered unusual if they collectively exceed $200 for any given month.

2. Administrative supplies purchased to meet the administrative needs of the Curia, such as bookkeeping items, as pens, stamps, paper, coping, ink, binders, candles, check re-ordering, etc.  Administrative supply purchases of over $200 for any month shall be considered unusual.

3. Reimbursement of food purchased monthly by host praesidium for Curia meetings, not to exceed $50 a month.

4. Costs, not to exceed $200 every 2 years, to maintain the Tidewater Curia Website.

5. Reimbursement for travel to Regia meetings, in accordance with Regia guidance.

6. Other expenses, not to exceed a total of $200 in a given month, that the Tidewater Curia Treasurer believes are urgent, reasonable, expenses, where there would be a serious harm to delaying the expense, and where opposition to the expense is not expected from Curia members, and where the Treasurer sends out an e-mail to each Curia Board Officer (Spiritual Director, President, Vice President, and Secretary), and after 24 hours have passed does not receive any objections regarding the proposed expense (Treasurer may allow for more than 24 hours for objection).  For example, if their was a sudden discovery of a $50 booking fee for the room planned for use for Acies two days before Acies, this would be an acceptable expense.  Any expenses under section 6 must be orally reported in the next Curia meeting, including the justification of the expense, and such information must be included in the official minutes, as well.

All items not considered usual are considered unusual.  Any purchase that would put the Curia in debt, or make it impossible to fulfill approved purchase obligations using existing funds, is never considered usual, and is always considered unusual.  

Note: In the case where the Treasurer position is vacant, the Curia president, or in his absence the Curia Vice President, shall appoint himself or another Curia officer to fulfill the duties of Treasurer until the Curia elects someone to fill the position.
